
Climatograms on Excel

1. Place the initials of each month in Column A.

2. Place the amount of precipitation for each month in Column B.

3. Place the average temperature for each month in Column C.

4. Highlight all values in Columns A, B, and C.

5. Click on the Chart Wizard icon on the right side of the toolbar above.

6. Choose the “Custom Types” tag. Select “Line Column on Two Axes”.

7. Click next. You will now be on Chart 2 of 4. At top choose “Series”.

8. Name Series2: Precipitation (cm). Click on Series1. Name Series1: Average Temperature (*C). 

9. Click next. You will now be in Chart 3 of 4.

10. Give your climatogram a title: Latitude and longitude.

a. Label the x-axis: Month.

b. Label left side of y-axis: Temperature (C)

c. Label right side of y-axis: Precipitation (cm)

d. Click on Legend at top and choose “top”

11. Click Finish.

12. Choose “Separate Sheet”. Enter.

13. Double click on the left side of the y-axis. (Format Axis)

14. Choose “Scale”

a. Minimum: 0

Major Unit: 5

b. Maximum: 36

Minor Unit: 1

15. Click on the word “Temperature”. Choose the same color as that of the temperature line.

16. Double click on the right side of the y-axis. (Format Axis)

17. Choose “Scale”

a. Minimum: -36

Major Unit: 4

b. Maximum: 36

Minor Unit: 1

18. Click on the word “Precipitation”. Choose the same color as that of the precipitation bars.

19. Click “Next”. You will now be on Chart 4 of 4. Choose “As New Sheet”.

20. If you would like to put your name, date, period or other information such as the type of biome  On your graph, go to View ( choose “Header and Footer” (Choose Custom Header or  Custom Footer and then enter information.
